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Topic: Student with academic performance issues

Details: A student has been struggling academically in cardiology and their grades the past three weeks on quizzes, in class assignments, and the unit exams have been at or below passing.  Participation in class has also been decreasing and the student has appeared withdrawn and unwilling to seek assistance or ask questions from the course instructor. The individual finally confides to you that they are considering withdrawing from the program because they are having difficulty grasping the concepts. 

Instructions:  
1. Meet with the student.
2. Identify the issues.
3. Develop a plan of action.

Key points:
1. Build rapport with the student. 
2. Review recent grades and coursework.
3. Discuss concerns with the cardiology content.
4. Assess other personal issues that may be impacting performance.
5. Develop an action plan to:
a. Include remediation
b. Provide additional assistance: tutor, academic success center, etcetera.)
c. Provide additional text or other resources.
d. Set follow-up dates to review performance.
6. Document the plan and conversations.
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
